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provision for doubtful debts and financial statements. Therefore, in 2017, we are working on the development of
the Expected Loss Framework or Model for TFRS 9 to be suitable for the business of the Company as well as
searching for any measures that may arise from the new Model to mitigate the risks of the Company's business.

Anti-Corruption

Corruption is a serious social problem that will affect the business of the Company. We have adopted the
Anti-Corruption Policy against all forms of corruption. We communicate this to all directors, management and staff
of the company. The Company also provides training to its directors, management and staff regarding anti-corruption
measures and disciplinary actions.

The Company has put in place a mechanism to facilitate the employees in the filing of complaints or reporting of
concerns ( Complaint ) pertaining to any behaviors that may result in inappropriate, unethical or illegal actions,
financial misconducts or frauds. Employees can also report such actions through the Company‘s Whistleblower
Procedures. In addition, the Company has also cooperated with and engaged in Thailand“s Private Sector Collective
Action Coalition against Corruption (Thai CAC) to enhance our Good Corporate Governance (CG) as part of our
commitment to transparency, fairness and fair operating practices to all stakeholders. After the Company signed
the intent of the Private Sector Collective Action Against Corruption (n0.317) in 2016, the Company applied for the
Anti-Corruption Certificate from Thailand's Private Sector Collective Action Coalition against Corruption to enhance
our Good Corporate Governance as part of our commitment to Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR).

Community and Social Development
The Company highly values the development of community, society and the environment for the better quality of
life together with high-level ethical and moral operation standards.

In March 2016, the Company supported the mangrove reforestation project by encouraging staff to plant mangroves
at Ban Khlong Khlon, the largest mangrove forest in Samut-Songkhram Province. In November 2016, the Company
donated to the Royal Kathin on behalf of His Majesty the King Bhumibol Adulyadej at Wat Phra Non Chaksri, Sing
Buri Province organized by Bangkok Bank. In December 2016, the Company helped purchased five tons of rice
directly from the farmers in Surin Province, and distributed to our clients as well as donated to (i) Mahamek Homes
for Boys and (ii) Nontaburi Home for the Destitute. Moreover, the Company also went to Ban Bang Kram School in
Krabi Province to donate book shelves, tables, chairs, computers and books to the School under the project of
Library for Kids . We try to do more social work every year as part of our commitment to Corporate Social Responsibility.
